All my life, I have
only known termination. People ask me what tribe I am, and when I tell them, they’ve never
heard of it. That, in itself, would mean a lot to me: for people to know that I am part of the
Molalla Tribe of the Grand Rondes, and how proud I am to be a member of my tribe.
Younger children of the tribe feel the same as I do...will make us one again... as People, to be
known again by our Government as Indians.”
